
MASvideo is a licensed module used to perform video verification of 
alarm activity through the MASterMind Monitoring application. When 
an alarm is tripped, dispatch operators can readily access paired 
cameras with single or multi-image views of the zone. utilize PTZ 
camera features, and record video to the MASterMind database.  
This secondary level of verification enables dispatch operators to 
confirm or dismiss alarms as necessary in a single application.
